Description of Historical Significance:
Site of pivotal three day battle in the Civil War.
Length of Hikes:
The Billy Yank trail is 10 miles, the Johnny Reb trail is 4 miles, and the Historic Gettysburg Trail is 3 miles.  In addition, segments can be earned for touring the park visitor center and the Eisenhower farm.  In order to earn all five segments, it is best to schedule the trip over a 3-day weekend or do two separate trips.  Alternatively, paved trails can be ridden on bicycles.
